The following are seven areas for surveying and identifying potential partners.  The information collected can be valuable to policymakers in planning, developing, implementing, and coordinating programs and activities, as well as help reduce duplication of services and enhance Federal, State, and local resources; expand knowledge and information among the various levels of government; and provide assistance, support, and direction to practitioners working to prevent and treat juvenile delinquency. It also can be used by Federal agencies to promote greater coordination, enhanced planning, and improved program development. · Agency Mission and Goals presents the role of each agency as it relates to juvenile delinquency prevention and treatment issues.

· Activities and Priorities Relating to Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention describes how each agency meets its goals or mandate and carries out its mission through various programs and activities.

· Collaborative Efforts provides a closer look at how Federal agencies are working together to address juvenile delinquency. 

· Future Directions presents each agency’s planned policies or priorities.  

· Past, Present and, if possible FY Funds offers a brief summary of Federal funds spent on juvenile-related matters.

· Budget and Solicitation Development Timeline and Process provides information about the budget process and timeline.  

· Legislative Constraints and Authorities identifies specific Federal statutes that further describe or clarify the role, mission, or goals of each agency.
